
The St. Petersburg Housing Authority (SPHA) has a 70- 
year history of developing and administering affordable 
housing programs in the city of St. Petersburg. We 
provide rental opportunities to qualifying residents at 
below market rates, either through units we own or 
through units owned by the private sector.  
 
Nationally recognized as a leader and innovator in the 
field of affordable housing, SPHA is proud to be rated by 
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
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Public Housing Program:  Established to provide 
decent, safe and sanitary rental housing for eligible 
low-income families, the elderly and persons with 
special needs, public housing is an option for clients 
with incomes up to 80 percent of the area median 
income (AMI). SPHA owns or administers 333 public 
housing units. Tenants typically pay 30 percent of 
their monthly income for rent. 

 

Jordan Park, 1245 Jordan 
Park St. South, St. 
Petersburg: The Jordan 
Park community features 
237 units, including one, 
two, three, and four 
bedroom models. Jordan 
Park was revitalized in 
2002 with a Hope VI grant. 

Romayne Apartments, 
8601 Dr. MLK Jr. Street 
N., St. Petersburg: 
Romayne Apartments is 
a 20-unit apartment 
community, featuring 
one and two bedroom 
apartments. 

 

Disston Place, 3940 55th 
Street N., St. Petersburg: 
Disston Place is a 33 unit, 
two-bedroom family 
development. 
 

Clearview Park, 3200 
37th Avenue N., St. 
Petersburg: Clearview 
Park is a 22-unit complex 
with one, two, and three 
bedroom garden-style 
apartments and town 
home residences. 

 

Gateway Place, 9101 Dr. 
MLK Jr. Street N., St. 
Petersburg: Gateway Place 
is a 20 unit family 
development, offering two 
bedroom apartments. 
 
 
Affordable Housing Program:  Offering rental units 
at below market rates, affordable housing is a low-
rent option for Housing Choice Voucher holders and 
a lower-rent option for the general public. 
Affordable housing properties serve families from   0
-150 percent of the AMI, allowing for better 
integration of low-income residents with other 
renters.

Saratoga Apartments is a 
34 unit, one and two-
bedroom development.
